This year
the scholarship committee awarded $13,000 to four exceptional applicants.

Finally, to my Brother Lodge members for the last two years, Alex Mallas, Mark Hallock, Chris Frangos, George
Buck, Spiros Kalogeropulos, Alex Mazare, Vasili Karapanos, Stamus Cocoles, Steve Miller PDG, Bill Anton

I would also like to thank the Daughters District Lodge and in particular District Governor Foula Vasilogiorgis
for their support and energy in planning the visitations and conventions.

Last but not least, I would like to thank my lovely wife Rachel for putting up with my frequent trips the last two
years. Her support and encouragement made my job as the District Governor easier and worthwhile.
